E. sue Bopp easily can explain why she has had virtually
the same job for more than a quarter of a century. "It's like
a hobby to me," said Bopp, president of The EMO Agency,
Inc., an equine insurance company based in Warrenton,
Virginia.

Bopp joined EMO in 1986, three years after it was founded
by Ernest M. Oare. She knew Oare through his father-in-
law, who served as her riding coach. When Oare sold the
company in 1990, Bopp and her partners decided to keep
the well-respected name.

"Sometimes people still think the Oares own the company,
but they're very gracious in passing along the correct
contact information," Bopp said.
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Bopp was raised on a dairy farm in the equestrian-rich
outskirts of Baltimore where her neighbors included Pine
Brook Farm, birthplace of 1966 Kentucky Derby winner

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Breeding and Foaling Coverage

With foaling and breeding season in full swing, you
might wonder about your insurance options as you
gaze at those frolicking foals in the fields.

[t turns out that insuring breeding and young stock
has some unique situations and opportunities.
Whether you're an established breeder or a first-time
starter, here are answers to a few common questions
you might have during your quest to produce a future
champion.

Q: I'm interested in breeding my mare, and I've
discovered it's quite an investment. Is there
insurance coverage to compensate me in case
something doesn't work out?

A: When breeding a Thoroughbred, you can purchase
Prospective Foal Coverage. This coverage is generally
used if you're breeding to a stallion whose owner
doesn't offer a live-foal guarantee, which sometimes is
the case if you're breeding to an older, well-
established stallion.

The coverage is paid if:
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1 The foal is cast, slipped, aborted, absorbed or
stillborn during the policy period

1 The mare dies or is humanely destroyed before
the foal is born

1 The foal is born and then dies or is humanely
destroyed within 30 days

You're eligible for this coverage if:

1 You're insuring a Thoroughbred mare, age 3-
18

1 She's bred to a Thoroughbred stallion with a
non-guaranteed stud fee

T She's also insured for General Mortality

She has a clean health history

1 She has an acceptable breeding history

=

The rates are determined on a case-by-case basis, and
factors affecting the rates include the mare's age,
health and breeding record as well as the stallion's
fertility rate and live foal percentage over the past two
years. The maximum limit of liability is the stallion's
non-guaranteed stud fee.

You can also include a Barrenness clause on this
policy, which would cover you in the event that the
mare does not become pregnant between February 1
and July 15 of the policy period year. In this case, you
are paid for either a Barrenness or a Prospective Foal
loss.

If you're interested in Prospective Foal Insurance
there are other important details you should know, so
please contact us.

Q: I'm interested in having frozen semen shipped
from overseas to breed my mare. Is there
insurance coverage in the event that it's not viable
when it arrives or she doesn't get pregnant?

A: If you're purchasing frozen semen in quantity, say
for a large-scale breeding operation where you are
inseminating dozens of mares, yes, there is specialized

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insurance coverage available. However, if you're
breeding just one or a few mares, it's not really a
viable option. In this case, you might want to discuss
your available options with the stallion owner.

Q: lunderstand that insuring a foal is different
than insuring an older horse. How does it work?

A: After a foal is born, there's a tiered system in place
for insuring him. Because a newborn foal is more
susceptible to health and mortality issues that then
dissipate over time, the cost of insuring him decreases
based on his age.

Here's the rate chart:

From 24 hours to 7 days
From 8-30 days

From 31-90 days

From 91-the end of the year

=A =4 -4 A

If you choose to have your foal insured at 24 hours,
you'll need an insurance exam done at that time. A
veterinarian will take blood samples and test for IgG
(Immunogloblin G greater than 800) and CBC
(complete blood count). Then, you're set, and the foal
doesn't need to be examined again, and that will be his
rate until his renewal the following year. When he
becomes a yearling, the rate drops.

If you're breeding a Thoroughbred mare and choose
to get Prospective Foal Coverage, this insurance
covers the foal for up to 30 days after his birth. Then
you can purchase his individual coverage beginning at
31 days.
